3.1 D02-20 Office/Retail with Dwelling Unit, mixed-use - at Lot 3 Block 118 Plan 991 3196, 2102 20
Avenue (RETAIL GENERAL COMMERCIAL - C1)

RESOLUTION #3-20/02/10 — MPC — DOZEMAN

Move to approve Development Permit Application D02-20 for Retail and Office with dwelling, mixed use —
prefabricated construction at Lot 3 Block 118 Plan 991 3196; 2102 20 Avenue (RETAIL GENERAL
COMMERCIAL — C1) as per the following conditions:

Variances / Waivers Granted:
1. Setback requirements as per Schedule 3 Section 3.1 Minimum Setbacks are varied as
follows:
a. Minimum rear setback for all uses is 7.6m (25 ft.). Actual setback is 7.256 m (23.8 ft.).
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2, Landscape strip of 1.5 (5 ft.) in width along the entire lot frontage (excepting driveways,
sidewalks and walkways) as per Schedule 7 Section 3.2 within the front setback is
waived.

Standard Conditions:

Security Deposit: required in the amount of $2,000 prior to permit release. No deposit shall be
returned until development is complete and has no outstanding deficiencies.

Parking: a minimum of 5 spaces shall be provided for on-site, including one barrier free parking
space.

Access: Vehicular access for the approved use per the approved site plan shall not impede traffic
flows on Highway 2 and shall meet all applicable municipal, provincial or federal legislation,
including but not limited to the Nanton Traffic Bylaw, and the Traffic Safety Act and alll
requirements of Alberta Transportation. Continuous access across property adjacent to highway
is prohibited.

Landscaping: nothing shall be erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in a manner which
may restrict traffic visibility at highway entrances and exits. Landscaping provisions within and
adjacent to the development area are to be included within the Development Agreement
(condition #7).

Sighage: separate application to be made for all signage requiring a development permit,
including temporary.

Refuse Collection and Storage: commercial garbage pick-up is the responsibility of the
operator/owner and shall be screened from public view. Garbage enclosure shall be placed in an
area in a side or rear yard that does not interfere with vehicular movement on or off the site.

Development Agreement: the applicant or owner must enter into an agreement with the
municipality, pursuant to Section 650(1) of the Municipal Government Act, to do any or all of the
following:

(a) to construct or pay for the construction of a pedestrian walkway system to serve the
development and connect with existing or proposed pedestrian walkway systems that serve
adjacent development;

(b) to install or pay for the installation of public utilities, other than telecommunication systems or
waorks, that are necessary to serve the development;

(c) to construct or pay for the construction of off-street, or other parking facilities and loading
facilities;

(d) to give security to ensure that the terms of the agreement under this section are carried out.

Surface drainage: the applicant or owner is responsible for ensuring adherence to the approved
drainage as approved under a signed Development Agreement. Development shall not cause
storm water to flow to adjacent properties nor create a situation that may cause flooding of other
lands. Should flooding occur as a result of the Developer activities it shall be the responsibility of
the Developer to rectify the situation and compensate those sustaining flood damage. Any
improvements required to accommodate storm water drainage will be at the expense of the
Developer. Developer may not alter storm water drainage over public lands, roadways or other
established drainage courses. The Town may request a legal survey demonstrating that grades
have been met prior to release of any performance security deposits.

Compliance to conditions of any easement, covenant, building scheme or development
agreement affecting the building or lands is the responsibility of the applicant.

Development to comply with all applicable local, provincial and federal regulations and standards.
Please contact Superior Safety Codes Inc. for all required safety codes permits prior to
commencement of construction. A Roadside Development Permit from Alberta Transportation is
also required (File: 2511-NE 15-16-28-W4M (2NB) application is attached as information).
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
